Caregiver Background Checks for Volunteers

In compliance with the state and federal equal rights laws and the state caregiver background check law,
UPH-Meriter conducts caregiver background checks on existing volunteers at least every four years dur-
ing their birthday month. Background Information disclosure forms or rechecks are not necessary for
those individuals who are crafters, knitters or home-based volunteers. UPH-Meriter will consider volun-
teer criminal arrest and conviction records in complying with statutory requirements. A history of crimi-
nal conviction will not automatically eliminate a person from consideration for volunteering with the or-
ganization.

All in-facility volunteers are required to notify the Volunteer Services Department in regards to changes
related to any of the items listed below. The notification must be in writing and forwarded as soon as
possible, but no later than the next volunteer day:

e Convictions of any crime

e Substantiated findings of abuse, neglect or misappropriation

e Professional credential restrictions, limitations, or revocations

e Program licensure limitations, revocations or denials

e Discharged from any branch of US Armed Forces, including any reserve component

¢ Residency outside the state of Wisconsin

e Rehabilitation review requests
